Brief description of how this project is innovative- topic covered, methods used etc
1-2 Letters of support regarding innovativeness (by educators outside of the implementation group)
 
Overall guidelines:
· The basic application (not including letters and supplemental materials) should not exceed 5 pages in length, single spaced, 12 pt font.
· All applications should be submitted electronically
· There should be at least 2 supporting letters including one from a learner, and one from a peer.
· Supplemental materials could include learner evaluations, publications, web links referencing the materials, or any other information which could be of assistance to the awards committee in evaluating the application.
